
Protocol for Mini Club Teams: 

 
1. Officiating Duties: 
 *Head coach is the R1 for the match (bring your own whistle) 
 *Only the scorers and flipper at the scores table (mask recommended) 
  *Please familiarize yourself with the High School Scoresheet which 

will be used at all FVBC Mini Club Events 
 *2 Line Judges 
 *No LIBERO tracker 
 *No eating at the scores table 
 *Unlimited substitutions for AAU Volleyball 
 *Bring your own pencils and pens for scorekeeping 
2. Pre-Match with Coaches only at center court (Heads/Tails for serve or receive) 
 
3. No Side switching between sets 
 *3rd set - the team that lost the original coin toss decides what they would 
like (serve or receive). 
 
4. Game Ball will be switched out after each match with the Site Director for 
sanitizing. 
 
5. Players need to bring their own water bottles – DO NOT SHARE!!!! 
 
6. Players not working the match – please sit in designated area or exit gym area 
whenever possible to prevent excess crowds around the courts. 

*Spend time outside of the venues if weather allows: 
  Indian Rocks – hallway or lobby 
  First Lutheran – designated area or outside 
  Delphi Academy – lobby near restrooms 
  Highland Rec. – outside near pool/concession area 
  Clearwater Gyms – outside in designated areas (NOT ON THE POOL 

DECK at The Long Center) – Follow City of Clearwater Policies 
 
7. PLEASE follow all guidelines required by FVBC Events and all venues – we want 
to provide the BEST and SAFEST event possible and be able to rent the facilities 
being used at the Mini Club events. 
 



8. Teams will not shake hands before or after a match (just wave) 
 
9. Match protocol for Age groups: 
 *3 team pools 

*10-11U will play 3 sets vs. each opponent (25, 25, 15 points) 
*13-18U will play 3 sets vs. each opponent (25, 25, 25 points)  

 *4 team pools will play best 2/3 sets to 25 pts., 3rd set to 15 pts if needed. 
 
10. The Head Coach (R1) will drop off the scoresheet and game ball to the Site 
Director after each match so the Tournament Directors can enter the results and 
FVBC staff can sanitize the game ball.
